	Find out about ‘The Ring of Fire’. Make a fact sheet about it, including diagrams, facts and maps.
	Imagine you have been awarded a medal for extreme bravery during a major earthquake. Write a recount of the event and how you came to win the award.
	Find a painting that includes a volcano and create your own version of it.
	Make a model of a specific volcano. Think about the shape of the volcano and label the key parts.
	What is the weather like where you live? Keep a diary of the weather in Bucks. Include temperature, rain intensity, whether it’s sunny etc.

	Make a quiz. Imagine you are a teacher and you want for find out how much your class knows about natural disasters, so you create a quiz. Make sure each question has 3 possible answers.
	Make a volcanoes glossary. List 10 key volcano words and write definitions.
	Create a cartoon strip to explain how moving tectonic plates can cause earthquakes.
	Invent a warm up game for PE called ‘Tsunami!’ Your game must include everyone and get everyone running around. Draw a diagram and write a set of instructions as to how to play it.
	Write and perform a song based on Extreme Earth events.

	Write a newspaper report about the Japanese Tsunami that happened in 2004. You will need to research first to find out information.
	Make a leaflet to help people in your area to prepare for before, during and after a volcanic eruption.
	
Make a data table for 3 volcanoes. You could include: the dates, temperatures, heights and distances from major cities.

	Make an information book to explain what volcanoes are to younger children. You could use diagrams and pictures as well as writing.
	Find out about ‘Shelterbox’. Create a presentation to share their work and the impact they have etc.

	Make a timeline of Earthquakes which have happened. Create 5 questions to go with your timeline so others can answer them.
	Global warming is having a huge effect on the earth. Write a letter to the people of Bucks explaining global warming and persuading people to help reduce the effects of global warming.
	Design a travel leaflet to encourage people to visit a volcano. Explain what they’ll see, be able to do and why they should visit.
