Human features – Man-made features which have been built or made by people.

Chieftain – An Anglo-Saxon leader of the village.
Artefact – A man-made object that belonged to an earlier time that has historical or cultural significance. 
Hierarchy – A system in society where groups are assigned varying levels of power and status based on factors like social class, jobs and gender.
King – The most powerful Viking who ruled the people. Everyone looked up to him. 
Jarl – Rich Viking landowners or traders who employed men to work for them. The nobles in society. 
Karl – Everyday Viking people like farmers and craft workers. 
Thrall – Enslaved people who did the hardest, dirtiest jobs. 
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
